3. Quotes Scripture but not always correctly
Leviticus 20:10, "If a man commits adultery with the wife of his neighbor, both the adulterer and the adulteress shall surely be put to death.” 
Deuteronomy 22:22-24

22"If a man is found lying with the wife of another man, both of them shall die, the man who lay with the woman, and the woman.

23 "If there is a betrothed virgin, and a man meets her in the city and lies with her, 24 then you shall bring them both out to the gate of that city, and you shall stone them to death with stones.” 
4. Destroys lives and leaves scars

II. Sand Writer
1. Hesitates in judgment 
2. Compassionate  
3. Forgiving  
4. Candid about the seriousness of sin 

III. Recalculating: Stone Thrower to Sand Writer - Matthew 7:3-5

1. Determine the root sin in the actions being judged. 
2. Look for that same root in your life. 
The fault is not our inability to see ourselves but our unwillingness to see ourselves.

3. Ask forgiveness and for God to remove the plank from your eye

4. Humbly and gently remove the sawdust from another's eye
Galatians 6:1, “Brothers, if anyone is caught in any transgression, you who are spiritual should restore him in a spirit of gentleness. Keep watch on yourself, lest you too be tempted.”
