I Kings 8:22-61
I. Praise: The Lord God is the one true God (vs. 23-26)

II.    Perspective: God cannot be contained here (vs. 27)
I Corinthians 6:19-20, “Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit within you, whom you have from God? You are not your own, for you were bought with a price. So glorify God in your body.”
III. Plea: God meet us where we are (vs. 28-30)

IV. Petition: God display your grace and power (vs. 31-53) 
1. Conviction and reconciliation (vs. 31-32)
2. Rescue from the evil one (vs. 33-34)

3. Redirection in life (vs. 35-36)

Romans 12:1-2:, “I appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. 2 Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by testing you may discern what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and perfect.”

4. Deliverance from disaster (vs. 37-40)
Philippians 4:6-7, “Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. 7 And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.

5. Reaching ALL people (vs. 41-43)
6. Victory in spiritual battles (vs. 44-45)

7. Forgiveness, restoration and hope (vs. 46-53)

1 Kings 8:57-61

57 The Lord our God be with us, as he was with our fathers. May he not leave us or forsake us, 58 that he may incline our hearts to him, to walk in all his ways and to keep his commandments, his statutes, and his rules, which he commanded our fathers. 
59 Let these words of mine, with which I have pleaded before the Lord, be near to the Lord our God day and night, and may he maintain the cause of his servant and the cause of his people Israel, as each day requires, 60 that all the peoples of the earth may know that the Lord is God; there is no other.
