John 14:23-24; Matthew 28:19; Acts 2:37-38, 41; Romans 6:3-4

  Five words that are essential: Trust, Obey, Abide, Go, Share.
I. Obey

A. Obedience is essential in your relationship with Jesus
John 14:23-24, “Jesus replied, ‘Anyone who loves me will obey my teaching. My Father will love them, and we will come to them and make our home with them. Anyone who does not love me will not obey my teaching.”
B. Baptism is the first step of obedience
Matthew 28:19-20, “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”
Ephesians 2:8-9, “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith-and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God- not by works, so that no one can boast.”
II.   Baptism

A. Requirements for Believer’s Baptism


1. Must be a believer in Jesus Christ (Acts 2:37-38,41)

2. Follows your salvation experience. 

B. Mode of Believer’s Baptism is Immersion

1. “baptizo” means to dip or immerse. 

2. Use of the word “baptize” indicates immersion
 John 3:23, “John was also baptizing at AEnon near Salim, because water was plentiful there, and people were coming and being baptized.”
3. Immersion best pictures the symbolism of baptism. 
C. Reasons for Baptism

1. Follow the example of Jesus Christ 
2. Personally identify with the person of Jesus Christ (Romans 6:3-4)
      3. Publicly testify that you are following Jesus Christ.
