“His Glory is Our Reward”
Psalm 96; Mark 8:34-37
I Corinthians 10:31, “So whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God.”

I. God’s Glory (Psalm 96)
1. Glorify God among the nations (vs. 1-3)

2. Ascribe glory to God that is due Him because of His greatness (vs. 4-10) 
 
Praise should be proportionate to its object.  

a) Worship in awe and reverence (vs. 9)

b) Bring an offering to the Lord (vs. 8)
c) Share the good news (vs. 10) 

3. Ascribe glory to the righteous judge (vs. 13) 

II.   Our Responsibilities (Mark 8:34-37)
Three requirements:
1. Deny yourself 
Denial of self is placing yourself in the hands of God at all times.

2. Take up your cross 

 This demand separates the disciples from the admirers
3. Follow the way He has chosen 

It means obediently traveling the path that Jesus directs you.
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
