Matthew 6:19-24

“Treasures” – the accumulation of what is valuable.

I. The Fallacy of Laying up Treasures on Earth 

1. Possessions deceive (vs. 19)

Talmud – “Man is born with his hands clenched; he dies with them wide open. Entering life, he desires to grasp everything; leaving the world, all that he has possessed has slipped away.”
2. Possessions distract (vs. 22-23)

3. Possessions dominate (vs. 24)

When a man puts his trust in material things they become not his support but his god. Either God owns you or your possessions own you.

II. The Wisdom of Laying up Treasures in Heaven

1. The treasures’ value lasts for eternity (vs. 20)

2. Your heart is captured for the things of God (vs. 21)

Our hearts follow our treasure.  

III. Live for the Line…Invest in the lives of others for eternity.

Line: life in heaven
