Genesis 1:26–28; 2:7 Isaiah 43:25
Roe v. Wade (January 22, 1973)

“States, in promoting its interest in the potentiality of human life, may, if it chooses, regulate and even prohibit abortion, except where it is necessary, in appropriate medical judgment for the preservation of the life or health of the mother.”

Doe v. Bolton
“Maternal health: all factors— physical, emotional, psychological, familial, and the woman’s age— relevant to the well-being of the patient. All these factors relate to health.”

Roe v. Wade
Court ruled the unborn child is neither human nor a person and therefore is not protected by the Constitution. It is merely a part of the mother’s body, not a separate person. 

Result: 22% of all pregnancies end in abortion

I.
Life is Sacred because we are created in the image of God (Genesis 1:26-28, 2:7)
A. All other creatures were created by divine command, but humans were created by the personal creative work of God.


B.
Man was created with a capacity to relate to God.

C.
Only humans were inbreathed with the breath of God.

“The Spirit of God has made me; the breath of the Almighty gives me life” —Job 33:4

II.
Life begins at conception
A.
The Bible teaches it

1. We are set apart before we are formed in the womb. (Jeremiah 1:5)
“Before I formed you in the womb I knew you, before you were born I set you apart; I appointed you as a prophet to the nations.”—Jeremiah 1:5
2. We are sinful from conception (Psalm 51:5)
“Surely I was sinful at birth, sinful from the time my mother conceived me.”—Psalm 51:5

3. Our personhood is affirmed while in the mother’s womb. (Psalm 139:13-16)

4. There is no distinction between humanity and personhood of the pre-born born. (Luke 1:44, Luke 2:12)

Vs 44, “For behold when the sound of your greeting came to my ears, the baby in my womb leaped for joy!”
B.
Science affirms that a baby is genetically complete at conception

“It is an established fact that all life, including human life, begins at the moment of conception.” —Dr. Hymie Gordon, Mayo Clinic
Life begins at conception and the embryo is a human being.

III.
Life is sacred…make wise choices

A.
Maintain sexual purity

“Flee sexual immorality. Do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you?”—I Corinthians 6:18–19

B.
If you get pregnant outside of marriage:
1. Tell your parents, pastor or staff member

2. Talk to a Pregnancy Resource Center (Sav-A-Life)

3. Choose life: Keep the baby or place the baby for adoption

C.      If you have had an abortion:
1. Repent and claim God’s forgiveness

“I, even I, am He who blots out your transgressions, for My own sake, and remembers your sins no more.”—Isaiah 43:25

2. Go to post-abortion counseling and/or Bible study
D. The Church: Commit to help the life of the newborn
