I. The Position of the Believer (vs. 12a)
God’s chosen people, dear to His heart and set apart for Him.  

II. The Wardrobe of the Believer (what to put on) (vs. 12b-17)
A. Attitude of compassion 
“compassion” – pity and tenderness toward the suffering and the hurting.

B. Action of kindness

“kindness” - helpful, considerate and gracious no matter the circumstances.
“I expect to pass through life but once. If, therefore, there be any kindness I can show, or any good thing I can do to any fellow being, let me do it now, for I shall not pass this way again.” - William Penn 

C. Seven Attributes

1. humility 
Humility: “A freedom from arrogance that grows out of the recognition that all we have and are comes from God.”
James 4:6, “God opposes the proud but shows favor to the humble.”
2. meekness – Bridled strength; power under control. 

3. patience – Handling anger slowly. 

4. forgiving spirit
Hebrews 12:14-15, “Make every effort to live in peace with all men and to be holy; without holiness no one will see the Lord. See to it that no one misses the grace of God and that no bitter root grows up to cause trouble and defile many.
5. love 

I Corinthians 13:4-5, “Love is patient and kind; love does not envy or boast; it is not arrogant or rude. It does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful.

6. peace of Christ  - A wholeness and well-being knowing everything is under the Lord’s control.
7. Gratitude - reflection in your life what God has done in your heart.
When there is peace in the heart, there will be praise on the lips.
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
