SOLOMON: THINKER, BUILDER, LEADER, KING

“Need Wisdom?”

I Kings 3:1-15; 4:29-34
1 Chronicles 16:39-40, “And he left Zadok the priest and his brothers the priests before the tabernacle of the Lord in the high place that was at Gibeon to offer burnt offerings to the Lord on the altar of burnt offering regularly morning and evening, to do all that is written in the Law of the Lord that he commanded Israel.”

 Solomon’s response:
1. Praise to God/gratitude for David (vs. 6)
2. Perspective (vs. 7-8)
3. Purpose (vs. 9)
(I Kings 4: 29-34 – David…when I get to this scripture put the whole passage on the screen and I will read it and talk about it on the screen)
Need wisdom?
“If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask God, who gives generously to all without reproach, and it will be given him” (James 1: 5).
1. Place your faith and trust in Jesus Christ

Matt. 12: 42, “…she came from the ends of the earth to hear the wisdom of Solomon, and behold, something greater than Solomon is here.”     

I Corinthians 1:30, “He is the source of your life in Christ Jesus, whom God made our wisdom and our righteousness and sanctification and redemption.” 

2. Praise and honor God for who He is and what He has done 

3. Perspective – admit your limitations and utter dependence on God

4. Purpose – wisdom to serve God well in whatever He has called you to do.
