I. In the Lord’s Supper we celebrate
a) Jesus giving His life as a ransom for our sins.
b) The resurrection and ascension…He is alive!
c) The anticipation of His return 
II. In the Lord’s Supper we examine ourselves

a) Ask forgiveness for sins unconfessed

b) Examine present day attitudes
