Matthew 5:23-24
“This is how I want you to conduct yourself in these matters. If you enter your place of worship and, about to make an offering, you suddenly remember a grudge a friend has against you, abandon your offering, leave immediately, go to this friend and make things right. Then and only then, come back and work things out with God.” – The Message
 1. Cannot be in a right fellowship with God until you are right with others 
 2. No sacrifice is acceptable to God without repentance and reconciliation
Psalm 66:18, “If I had cherished sin in my heart, the Lord would not have listened.”  

 3. It is our duty to seek reconciliation when we have injured others: 

a) humble yourself before the Lord

b) Show remorse and confess your faults to the one offended 
c) Ask for their forgiveness 

Isaiah 43:25, “I, I am he who blots out your transgressions for my own sake, and I will not remember your sins.”
d) Make restitution if needed

e) Begin rebuilding trust
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
