II.   Raise your game with godliness (vs. 3)
Godliness:

1. Attitude of reverence in the presence of God

2. Actions of obedience  

A. You are no longer a slave to sin (Romans 6:6-7)

Romans 6:6-7, “For we know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body ruled by sin might be rendered powerless so that we may no longer be enslaved to sin, since a person who has died is freed from sin.”
B. Godliness is a choice
1. Grow in the knowledge of Jesus (vs. 3)

2. Train yourself for godliness (I Timothy 4:7b-8)

1 Timothy 4:7-8, “…train yourself for godliness; for while bodily training is of some value, godliness is of value in every way, as it holds promise for the present life and also for the life to come.”
