“Reassurance That You Are a Child of God”
I John 3:11-24
I. Reassure your head: Love one another (vs. 11-19a)

A. Remove hatred in your heart (vs. 12,15)

Matthew 5:21-22, “You have heard that our ancestors were told, ‘You must not murder. If you commit murder, you are subject to judgment.’ But I say, if you are even angry with someone, you are subject to judgment!
B. Refrain from just focusing on yourself (vs. 16)

John 15:12-13, “This is my commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you. Greater love has no one than this, that someone lay down his life for his friends.”

C. Respond to needs with action and not apathy (vs. 17-18)
James 2:15-16, “If a brother or sister is poorly clothed and lacking in daily food, and one of you says to them, “Go in peace, be warmed and filled,” without giving them the things needed for the body, what good is that?” 
II.   Reassure your Heart (vs. 19b-24)

A. Realize assurance is anchored in God (vs. 20)

B. Replace insecurity with confidence before God (vs. 21)
Hebrews 4:16, “Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need.”
C. Reclaim praying ground by obedience to God (vs. 22-24)
a) Pattern your life after Jesus 

b) Love one another

c) Abide in God through the power of the Holy Spirit
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
