I Kings 5:1-8:1-11
I. Temple: Reminder to do everything for the glory of God (5:5)
I Kings 5:5, “So I intend to build a house for the name of the Lord my God.”

I Corinthians 10:31, “So, whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God.”

 Two free standing pillars:

- Jakin- “he establishes” - (the initiative of God)

- Boaz - “by him is he mighty” - (the dependence of the king)
II. Two free standing pillars: Reminder of God’s initiative and our dependence (6:21)
Romans 5:8, “But God demonstrated his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for our sins.”

John 15:5, “I am the vine; you are the branches. Whoever abides in me and I in him, he it is that bears much fruit, for apart from me you can do nothing.”
III. Ark of the Covenant: Reminder of God’s holiness and guiding presence (8:4-8)
IV. 10 Commandments: Reminder of how we are to respond to God’s grace (8:9)
· A reminder to make God’s values our priorities in every endeavor of life.
V. The Cloud: Reminder of the Lord’s glory and His never changing character (8:10-11)
Exodus 40:33b-35:
33 ...So Moses finished the work. 34 Then the cloud covered the tent of meeting, and the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle. 35 And Moses was not able to enter the tent of meeting because the cloud settled on it, and the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle. 
VI. The Cloud: Reminder that we are being transformed into the image of Jesus Christ (I Corinthians 3:18)

 2 Corinthians 3:18, “And we all, with unveiled face, beholding the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from one degree of glory to another.”
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
