The year was more than financial numbers and missions numbers…it was changed lives; transformed lives; lives that went from no relation to God to being adopted into the family of God; from marriages on the brink of destruction to being stronger and on a more solid foundation; from men struggling with porn addictions and weak spiritual leadership in their homes to men stepping up and facing their addictions, gaining victories and becoming the point man in their homes who love their wives like Christ loves the church.
It was over 2000 meeting regularly in Sunday School each week. It was hundreds of children in our Community Life Center in After the Bell during the school year and Kids Kamp in the summer. 1200 children in VBS. Four Man Churches totaling almost 2000 men in attendance with hundreds committing to small group Bible study groups and accountability groups. 

Hundreds of women in bible studies and attending the spring conference. Hundreds of students involved in Discipleship groups and attending camps. Thousands on our campus for Halloween Carnival; two full houses for Christmas by Candlelight; full house on Christmas Eve…all of these with guests who are not members of our church as we reach out into our community.
This was also the final year for our Chapters Campaign that we began in the fall of 2013. Our members were challenged to make 3 year commitments of giving over and above their normal tithes and offerings.
