Bible Engagement: Allowing God, through His word, to lead and change an individual’s life–one’s direction, thinking, and actions.
1. Because of what the Bible is (II Timothy 3:15-16)
· God is its author
· Roadmap for salvation (vs. 15b)
· Standard for beliefs:  teaching (vs. 16)
· Warning label regarding dangers:  reproof (vs. 16)
· Mirror to reflect errors: correction (vs. 16)
· Instruction manual for righteousness:  training in righteousness (vs. 16)
2. Because of what the Bible does (II Timothy 3:17)
· Thoroughly equips for whatever tasks God puts before you 

Two Bible reading plans: Chronological and Foundations
II.  Share your faith with someone far from God

1. Eternal consequences: Heaven and hell are real – John 3:16-18 

2. We are created to glorify God and that can only happen through a saving relationship with Jesus
Isaiah 43:7, “Bring all who claim me as their God for I have made them for my glory.” (NLT)
3. God promises a life of abundance and purpose.

John 10:10, “I came that they might have life and have it abundantly”
