Shades Mission statement: “Sending transformed people to influence their world for Christ.”
Influence – an effect of one person on another; to move a person to some action.
Read Daniel 1:5-7
Read Daniel 1:8

Your influence will be determined by your response to Crossroad Choices.
I. Characteristics of Crossroad Choices

A. Usually not high profile choices and accompanied by “paper cut” temptations.
B. Come without much warning and a short time to react
C. Intensified by peer pressure and freedom

D. Defines who you are and where you go

(Read Daniel 1:9-21)
II.     Counsel for Making a Crossroads Choice  

A. Make the choice before you have to make the choice

Draw the line early so everyone who comes in contact knows where you stand.

B. Hide God’s Word in your heart (Psalm 119:11)

Psalm 119:11, “I have stored up your word in my heart,
    that I might not sin against you.”
C. Constantly ask for God’s wisdom (James 1:5)

James 1:5, “If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask God, who gives generously to all without reproach, and it will be given him.”
D. Take seriously your sphere of influence

E. Leave a Christ-honoring legacy (3:28-30; 6:25-27)
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
